The Name of the Game

June VHF contest , June 13-15 -- Especially
good for new hams!

One of the few contests that is totally open for hams of
all classes is coming up in a couple of weeks. The ARRL
June VHF Contest is one of the biggest of the year.
Virtually everyone has a VHF radio, and that is your ticket
to enter this contest. This year has some rule changes
that will make it easier to make more contacts.

For those who think that VHF is only good for line of sight
or used with repeaters, this contest can be a real eye
opener. When 6 meters opens, you can end up talking
into South America, the Caribbean, Canada, and even into
Europe and Asia. The activity on 6 meters starts at 50.125
and goes up to about 50.800 on upper side band. Those
using CW will have lots of contacts between 50.000 and
50.100. The band between 50.100 and 50.125 is reserved
for those contacts to Asia, Europe, South America and
Africa. The national calling frequency, 50.125 is a good
spot to hear if there are openings and then move up to
make contacts. There is plenty of room in this band, so
don’t be afraid to spread out.

Two meter operation centers around the 144.200 part of
the band with the CW operators working the 144.000 to
144.100 segment. Like 6, all of the VHF/UHF bands use
Upper Sideband. 222.1 is the SSB frequency on the 1.25
meter band On 70 cm, the 432.1 MHz area is where most
of the activity will occur. 903.1 is the spot to be on the 33
cm band, but there will be more activity on FM in this
area. On 23 cm, the activity is around 1296.1.

Most of the newer HF rigs have 6 meter capability. An old
VHF TV antenna can usually be tuned to use on 6 as the
old analog channel 2 was on the edge of the ham band. A
half wave vertical is easy to build as is a 6m wire dipole.
The dipole can be fashioned from two 4’9" pieces of wire
with one connected to the shield and one to the center
connector of a piece of coax. Hang it up above 20’ in the
air and you are go. The pattern is broadside to the wires,
so you will want to go North/South. Making a second
antenna and setting it East/West will cover you for those
contacts into the southwest and the northwest areas.
Some of those rigs also have 2 meters and 70 cm so you
are set to go. If you have yagis on these frequencies,
remount them so the elements are horizontal for best
use on CW and SSB.

There will be a class for FM operations only on 6m, 2m,
222mHz, and 70cm. Your mobile, or even your handheld
with a good external antenna, can be a competitive
station. The trick is to get on the tallest piece of real
estate you can here in Nevada. The Mt. Rose Summit
area, and other high spots on the Carson Range will be
your best bets. On 2 meters only recognized FM simplex
frequencies may be used, such as 144.90 to 145.00;
146.49, .55 and .58, and 147.42, .45, .48, .51, .54 and .57
MHz. You cannot use repeaters or the 146.52 calling
frequency for contacts. Also, the 146.50 frequency is a
non-standard simplex and should not be used. The
records are up for grabs in this area, with only 6 contacts
on 2 meters, so this could be your chance to get some
wallpaper for your shack. The rules are at
http://www.arrl.org/june-vhf and the contest runs from
1100 local time Saturday through 2000 Sunday evening.
Even if you don’t head to a mountain top, please help
those out who will go there by making contacts with
them. From the mountaintops you should be able to work
most of Western Nevada and parts of California on FM. It
will be a fun way to spend the weekend.

On the lesser used bands, any contact is welcomed. 222.1
is the FM calling frequency and it may be used. The
446.000 FM calling frequency is another good spot to
make contacts, and those on this band and up count
extra points and can really boost your score. 927.5 and
927.9 with a PL of 141.3 are commonly used FM simplex
channels in this area but the calling frequency is 906.5
and all FM on this band is narrowband. 1294.5 FM is the
calling frequency on the 23 cm band.

Above the 1296 band, you will probably already know
more than | do and will have to be on a real mountaintop
to make some contacts unless you do moonbounce.
Incidentally, meteor scatter, aurora, and some of the
digital weak signal modes may add to your QSO totals on
all of the bands.

Grid squares are used for the exchange. Here in the
Reno/Carson area, we are in DM09. Once you go over
into California, the north part of Lake Tahoe and the
Truckee area extending into the Yuba City area is CM99.
South Lake Tahoe and Sacramento are in CM98 while
Susanville is in CN90. Gardenerville and Minden are in
DMO08 and you have to go north of Warrior Point at
Pyramid to be in DNOO. There are apps out there to
determine grid squares if you get further afield.

This year, all participants may ‘self spot’ on the DX
clusters, and use the information on them to make
contacts. You can also get on the local repeaters and ask
for contacts, but you must go to one of the simplex
frequencies to make the actual contact. You cannot solicit
or make contacts on 146.52. Be prepared to help the
hams on the other end locate their gridzone.

Give this contest a try! Even if you are not seriously going
for a win, the contacts that you make with others can
help them. If you do send in a log, add Sierra Nevada ARS
as your club name—If we get 3-4 hams sending in logs,
we will see the Club’s name in the result article next
December. We would have been in the QST results if just
1 more ham had added the club to their results on
several contests in the last year.

PART 97 ---- VolP
The question:

What Part 97 regulations govern VolP-assisted Amateur

The Answer:

Radio?

In short, all of them or none of them, depending on whether you’re asking about the “VolP —assisted or the

“Amateur Radio” porting of VolP-assisted Amateur Radio.

Many people focus on the novelty of the internet when asking questions about the legal use of certain systems.
Such focus is misdirected. Part 97 doesn’t regulate systems; it regulates stations. The FCC cares that the station-not the
internet but the Amateur Radio station- is properly operated. All the rules that apply to any Amateur Radio station

apply to the one that retransmits audio fed to it by VolP.

The ARRL Field Day event is around the corner! This year the Sierra Nevada Amateur Radio Society (SNARS) will be
participating in the ARRL Field Day at Washoe Lake State Park, and all amateur radio operators, would be amateur radio
operators, interested persons and their friends and family are welcome to drop by and participate in the event. Each
year groups of amateur radio operators from around the United States head to the wild spaces of our nation, set up
portable, mobile and emergency radio stations, and compete to see which group of radio operators can make the most
radio contacts in a 24 hour period.

This year SNARS has chosen to use the group camping area located at the South end of Washoe Lake State Park for the
event. Set-up for the event will begin at 9 AM on Friday June 26 and we will complete break-down and clean-up by 4
PM on Sunday June 28. The competition begins Saturday June 27 at 11 AM and will continue for 24 hours without a
break.

For non-hams who would like to get on the air (GOTA) and try out ham radio, SNARS will have a station manned by a
licensed ham radio operator and dedicated to allowing interested visitors to “Get On The Air” and talk to other hams
across the United States.

SNARS will have up to nine stations on the air at one time, and all ham radio operators who are interested in
participating are welcome to drop by and join in or just say “Hi”. There will be plenty of opportunities for all visiting
hams to contribute to the effort.

For those wishing to spend the night, there will be ample room for RV parking and tent camping. A restroom is close-by
and cooking facilities with water and power is on site. SNARS will be providing dinner for participants on Saturday
evening, and a campfire will provide warmth and friendship throughout the night.

An entry fee of $5 per car will be charged for each vehicle entering the park, and overnight camping is $15 per night. For
those over 65, if you stay for two nights the $30 camping fee will buy you a yearly pass to all Nevada State Parks.

The Kenwood TS-700 was an early all-mode 2 meter
transceiver offering high performance and versatility.
There were several models available from the mid 70s to
the early 80s: the original TS-700, the A, G, S and SP
models coming soon after the original TS-700 intro. The
700 and 700G operated only from 144 to 146 Mhz, the
700A, S and SP operated from 144 to 148 Mhz. The S and
SP models had digital readout. The 700 had no repeater
(split operation) capability, while all the others did. The A
and S models, however, only did splits from 146 to 148
Mhz, while the SP did splits over the whole band. The
output on all models was 10W on FM CW and SSB, and
3W on AM. Got that? There’ll be a quick test on
Saturday....
