PART 97-- Questions and Answers togi-CC

Q. Our club holds a weekly swap net on the local repeater. Is that legal?

A. Part 97.113 (a) (3) says in part “Amateur
of the availability for sale or trade of apparatus normally used inaarateur station, provided that such
activity is not conducted on a regular basis.”

So swap nets on the air are legal, but with a couple of considerations. A swap net is intended t
function as a platform for hams to communicate that they have equipmerdtilable for sale. Note the
wording of 97.113(a) (3) where it states “notify
(announce) equipment that is for sale, but nothing more. You should not negotiate the terms of the sale ove
the air. Also, a person who operates a commercial business involved in selling ham gear should not use
swap to advertise equipment available for sale, even if it is used equipment.
