The turnout 
is good and I have even worked at least one other club member. 

 

Saturday is the club meeting, and starting at 0900 at the end of our 
meeting is the California QSO party. There are 58 counties in our 
neighbor to the west, and as of this morning all except 2 are cov-
ered.

The following weekend is the premier event of the contest year—
the Nevada QSO Party!!! Currently only 11 of the 17 counties have 
confirmed operations, and we need to get several in all of the 
counties. Especially needed are CW and Digital operators, but even 
VHF/UHF/repeater operators need to be out in all the areas. Oper-
ation within рллΩ of a county line will allow you to make 2 or more 
contacts with one QSO. I do know of more interest than has signed 
up, and we sent out contest information to almost all radio clubs in 
the western US, so there will be plenty of out-of-state hams to talk 
toΧ We, in Nevada, will be the rare DX and this will be a good op-
portunity to practice your Ψpile-upΩ skills. The complete rules, sign-
up sheet, and FAQs are at http://nvqso.com/ 

 
Concurrent with our contest, there are QSO parties in Arizona and 
Pennsylvania. Pennsylvania has the same exchange that we will 
have and they will accept our logs for entry into their contest using 
the N1MM logger. Arizona has a different exchange without a seri-
al number, so they will need to be logged separately. Contact the 
Pennsylvania contest at http://paqso.org/index.html and the Arizo-
na group at https://www.azqsoparty.org/  

 
The ARRL International Grid Chase which is ongoing this entire year 
will be one of the easiest contests to enter ever... It will allow con-
tacts on all bands except 60M, and entries are recorded by upload-
ing your log to Log Book of the World (LOTW). There will be 3 
different categories, Phone, CW and Digital which includes all of 
the current text based digital modes, but you cannot use repeat-
ers, digipeaters, Echolink, IRLP, or non-satellite cross-band QSOs, 
however satellite and moonbounce are allowed. The object is to 
work as many different 4 digit grid zones as possible each month 
and during the year as there will be both monthly and overall 
awards. You can create entries while doing your normal hamming, 
just be sure to log the contact. While it will be nice to give out your 
4 digit grid zone, it is not strictly required. If you are operating 

away from your home location, you will have to give your oper-
ating position to LOTW so that the other station will get credit for 
the grid and this is done in LOTW by setting the different location 
when you upload. There are lots of grids that do not have resident 
hams, so there are great opportunities to take to the field.  Com-
plete rules and information (which may change as the year goes 
on...) can be found on the ARRLΩs website at:  http://www.arrl.org/
international-grid-chase-2018  

There is a club component to this contest, and the rules are un-
clear at this time, so I will be collecting your callsign and home 6 
digit grid zone for the contest for submission to the ARRL. You can 
get your 6 digit grid designator by locating the latitude/longitude of 
your home on Google Earth and putting the numbers into the cal-
culator at:   http://www.amsat.org/amsat-new/tools/grids.php   I 
will be updating the list 3 business days before the end of each 
month and on the Wednesday before any ARRL contest, once you 
are on it there is no need to update unless you move. Send your 
callsign and grid to me at nvjims@gmail.com. 

 
The third weekend in October is Pacificon, along with a VE session 
here at the REOCΧ This will let you upgrade to really participate in 
the rest of the major HF contests this fall. 

 
The 4th weekend is the CQ WW SSB contest.  This is an excellent 
opportunity to work lots of DX. Even if you only want to pick up a 
few new countries toward your DXCC, this is a great contest.  The 
low power/single op unassisted class will be wide open here in Ne-
vada as I will miss this contest due to having an elk tag in northern 
Elko CountyΧ If you do make some contacts, be sure to send in a 
log!!! More information can be had at http://www.cq-amateur-
radio.com/cq_contests/cq_ww_dx_contest/

First weekend in November brings the CW portion of the ARRL 
Sweepstakes. Two weeks later is the SSB portion of the contest.

The objective of this contest is to activate and work all 17 of the coun-
ties in Nevada. Nevada stations will work anyone, anywhere, and out 
of state stations will work Nevada Stations. All stations may be 
worked up to three times on each HF band and once on the VHF+ fre-
quencies. Rovers in Nevada and the two other states, Arizona and 
Pennsylvania, can be worked again when they change counties. 

The VHF+ band will consist of all legal frequencies from 50 MHz up to 
1300 MHz. In order to bring a lot of new hams into contesting, we are 
allowing the use of repeaters on these frequencies. There are linked 
systems which will allow out of state contacts. All modes will be al-
lowed with the exception of the WSJT modes. 

On the HF side, Phone, CW, and Digital modes will add multipliers to 
the QSO points. All conversational digital text modes are allowed with 
all counting the same. Currently the WSJT modes do not have a con-
test exchange message that is handled as a valid regular message, so 
those modes are not allowed. (This may be changed if this is added to 
the WSJT modes in the future) 

Logging software from N1MM, N3FJP, and WriteLog will have the abil-
ity to work on this contest. For those that are using paper and pencil 
or some other logging method that does not produce a Cabrillo file, 
we also have the WA7BNM Cabrillo log maker which will allow you to 
build a Cabrillo file. All entries over 10 contacts must submit an elec-
tronic Cabrillo log. 

We also have a sign-up form to allow stations to sign up for the coun-
ties which they will activate and what modes they will be using. We 
are going to try and get operators out in all counties and have all 
modes covered. Please use this form if you are going to be operating 
in Nevada. 

Please 
read the FAQs for additional information.

Without a doubt, the most notable transmitter to come out of 
World War 2 was the /ƻƭƭƛƴǎ !w¢-моΦ Collins Radio built about a 
gazillion (would you believe 90,000?) of these transmitters. They 
started out designated the ATC, then came the ART-13, ART-
13B, and eventually the Navy TCZ. All were the same basic unit: 
a 100 watt output (ǾŜǊȅ conservatively) AM, CW, and MCW 
transmitter covering 1 to 18 Mhz continuously with optional low 
frequency coverage, high level plate modulation and a 10 chan-
nel auto-tune feature. With auto-tune, the transmitter could be 
remotely controlled, allowing a pilot of a large aircraft to re-
motely select 10 different pre-set channels, and no manual tun-
ing was required. The ART-13 was used extensively in larger 
bombers, most notably the B-29, of Hiroshima fame, but it also 
found use in many aircraft from multi-seat fighters to trans-
ports. A number of different transmitter-receiver pairs used the 
ART-13 or derivatives, and it was used well into the 1960s in the 
U.S. military, and by many countries around the world. The TCZ, 
built for the US Navy, used the ART-13 with a large robust AC 
power supply for shipboard use. The aircraft ART-13s were pow-
ered by dynamotors which ran on 28V DC, and provided 1150 V 
DC and other voltages necessary to run it. Reliable as can be, the 
ART-13 on the surplus market was cherished by hams, as it was 
easy to convert to household use. A great many were also dis-
mantled for a wealth of parts, and a trip to most any flea market 
will produce a quantity of ART-13 items usable for a variety of 
projects. Lots of ART-13s are still in use today, especially on the 
AM frequencies and at military rallies around the country. Our 
own Henry Rogers, WA7YBS, has a ton of info on the ART-13s on 
www.radioblvd.com. ItΩs worth a look!

It has been a week the annual National Night Out, a community event 
sponsored by the city. They have games for the kids, even a big slide on 
the beach. The fire department sets up their trucks with the Coast 
Guard and even the Cape May County Police brought down their mobile 
command unit.  Something about getting on the air under less than ide-
al conditions always makes hams happy!  It's part of our training in 
emergency communications. Over my eighteen years I have operated 
from the base of lighthouses, in cars, from different emergency opera-
tion centers and last week I decided to try  from a Cape May icon, Con-
vention Hall..
