YouΩve always heard that the higher your antenna is, the better 
you will do making contacts. Well, there is an easy way to get 
your antenna higher, take your station to a mountain top. 

 

There are lots of high points that are accessible by vehicles, and 
working remote stations from a comfortable seat with air condi-
tioning with a mobile rig can be a pleasant way to spend the 
afternoon. Besides the height advantage your Ψgranite towerΩ 
affords you, the usual lack of radio noise found in remote places 
will allow you to work stations that you will never hear at your 
home QTH. The lack of noise is most noticeable on the HF 
bands. 

 

Mountain tops provide the biggest advantage on the VHF-UHF 
bands. Suddenly, you have the same simplex ΨfootprintΩ as most 
of the repeaters and you can also work scores of repeaters that 
you cannot hit from your home in the valley. From Mt. Lewis 
just south of Battle Mountain, I have worked repeaters in Idaho, 
California, Utah and southern Nevada along with virtually all of 
the repeaters in northern Nevada. 

 

While Ψdrive toΩ mountain tops are a great opportunity, they do 
have a few disadvantages.  The roads to these summits are 
most likely there to allow access to communication sites. As a 
result there is a lot of RF that potentially can cause interference 
with your radio and there is a possibility that your equipment 
may also interfere with their operations, neither of which is 
good. Beware if you find an open gate on the road as a tech that 
has gone up to the site may return before you get down and 
lock you inΧ If you see that the open gate has the capability to 
be locked, it is best to find another location. 

 

There are a large number of peaks that do not have roads to the 
top. Portable operation on these summits can be a lot of fun.  
Some only require a short stroll, while others are a little more 
difficult to access. There is an organization called Summits On 
The Air, SOTA, that administers an award program for activating 
and working those stations. They maintain a database of known 
summits worldwide and have set up the rules for successful 
contacts. Activating a new or rare summit can be as popular as a 
DXpedition to a wanted location. Contacts can be on any mode 
or band. 

 

 

 

 

To qualify as a summit activation station, you must be a totally 
portable operation running on solar/battery/wind power (no 
fossil fuel generators) within 25 meters of the top of the sum-
mit. Walking a few feet away from the car with a handheld qual-
ifies. You cannot use repeaters for contacts, but you can solicit 
contacts on them to move to a simplex frequency for the actual 
contact.  Full rules, the summit database, and other information 
can be found at https://www.sota.org.uk/ 

 

Antennas can be simple and lightweight. Commercial antennas 
like the ELK, Arrow and Buddipole are popular, and simple wire 
antennas can also be quickly erected. Some of these antennas 
may need a small external tuner to get the best match. A light-
weight lithium battery pack will do for the afternoon, and there 
are lightweight foldable solar panels that can keep them 
charged for longer periods of use. DonΩt forget the coax, RG58 
or lighter cable with BNC or SMA connectors is fine for this ap-
plication.   

You will need some way to log your contacts.  There are apps 
available for both Android and Apple smartphones and tablets, 
and some of the lighter laptops can fill the bill. A small spiral 
notebook and a couple of pencils will also work.  

 

Most likely, if you are going to be portable, you will be using 
smaller, low power radios. For HF, the Elecraft KX2-KX3 are real-
ly popular, and there are a number of single band QRP rigs that 
can be used. On the VHF/UHF bands, most handhelds with 
spare batteries and an external antenna are all you need. Be 
sure to try your rig setup in the back yard before you go to 
make sure the screen is readable in full sunlight.  A sunshade 
can help you on the hill while operating. 

 

Coming up is the Nevada QSO Party, and this would be a good 
opportunity to do a mountain top expedition out to one of the 
rural areas and make a lot of folks happy with the contacts. CW 
and Digital contacts will be especially welcome from those rarer 
counties and there are a number of summits and high points 
that are reachable even with motorhomes for a comfortable 
operation. There will be a lot of activity on the bands as well as 
on the repeaters for this contest. 

 

There is a lot of good weather to be had as we are going into 
fall. This is a good time to get out in the Nevada and activate 
some mountain tops on Ham Radio!

Back in the early Novice era there were very few transceivers, only 
separates. SoΧalong with a transmitter, one needed a receiver. The 
same money constraints were there, meaning most Novice receivers 
were low end, budget types. The major receiver manufacturers of the 
day were Hallicrafters, Hammarlund, Heathkit, and National. There 
were also a slew of small makers. Each major had at least one lower 
end receiver (Hallicrafters had a ton and was the low price leader). 
Typically, the budget receivers were general coverage, with band-
spread calibrated to the ham bands. Additional features  were few, 
and a Novice had to rely on his ears to do much of the receiving work 
of sorting signals.

Certain communications are always prohibited [97.113(a)(4)].  You may never intentionally transmit music or 
obscene or indecent words or language on the amateur frequencies.  You must not use the amateur frequencies in 
connection with any criminal activity.  You may not transmit information via Amateur Radio in a code or cipher that 
obscures or hides the meaning of a transmission.  Falser or deceptive message s or station identification are also pro-
hibited.  These prohibitions are clear and precise, and the FCC seriously enforces them. 

Communications, on a regular basis, that could be reasonably be furnished using another radio service are 
also prohibited [97.113(a)(5)].  For example you might help out your local firefighters during an emergency, but they 
need to rely on authorized public safety frequencies and radios for their day-to-day operations.

The objective of this contest is to activate and work all 17 of the coun-
ties in Nevada. Nevada stations will work anyone, anywhere, and out 
of state stations will work Nevada Stations. All stations may be 
worked up to three times on each HF band and once on the VHF+ fre-
quencies. Rovers in Nevada and the two other states, Arizona and 
Pennsylvania, can be worked again when they change counties. 

The VHF+ band will consist of all legal frequencies from 50 MHz up to 
1300 MHz. In order to bring a lot of new hams into contesting, we are 
allowing the use of repeaters on these frequencies. There are linked 
systems which will allow out of state contacts. All modes will be al-
lowed with the exception of the WSJT modes. 

On the HF side, Phone, CW, and Digital modes will add multipliers to 
the QSO points. All conversational digital text modes are allowed with 
all counting the same. Currently the WSJT modes do not have a con-
test exchange message that is handled as a valid regular message, so 
those modes are not allowed. (This may be changed if this is added to 
the WSJT modes in the future) 

Logging software from N1MM, N3FJP, and WriteLog will have the abil-
ity to work on this contest. For those that are using paper and pencil 
or some other logging method that does not produce a Cabrillo file, 
we also have the WA7BNM Cabrillo log maker which will allow you to 
build a Cabrillo file. All entries over 10 contacts must submit an elec-
tronic Cabrillo log. 

We also have a sign-up form to allow stations to sign up for the coun-
ties which they will activate and what modes they will be using. We 
are going to try and get operators out in all counties and have all 
modes covered. Please use this form if you are going to be operating 
in Nevada.

9ΦCΦ WƻƘƴǎƻƴ was one of the most popular manufacturers of Amateur 
transmitters and amplifiers in the 50s and 60s. Most of their line was 
available in kit form, meaning you could significantly cut the cost of 
ownership of some very desirable gear simply by building it yourself. 
The ±ƛƪƛƴƎ /ƻǳǊƛŜǊ linear amplifier was no exception. For the princely 
sum of $290 in the late 50s, you got a 500 watt input amplifier that 
actually could tune continuously from 3.5 to 30 Mhz, self-contained, 
modestly sized, and ran nicely on 115VAC. Using a pair of 811A tubes 
(which have been around since the early 40s, and still available from 
several sources, both NOS and new production) the circuit was  tried 
and tested, TVI-proofed, very simple and reliable. With the continuous 
tuning, it would be solidly practical even today as it will easily tune all 
the WARC bands as well as the original 80-10 meter bands. Drive re-
quirements were as low as 5 watts, meaning it would do nicely on 
many of todayΩs QRP rigs. For some reason, however, it was not all 
that popular, and relatively few remain today. They are VERY collecti-
ble, and easily restorable to solid operation.
